3-2-10 Work continues on the java script for the rabbit.  Security problems developed last month when the latest java update was released.  It required a certificate from the rabbit in order to download.  We were able to get it certified, but the compression we use to download it into your web browser.  To resolve this, tests are going on to see if we can store the java script on the btuvent.com site and have the rabbit redirect your web browser to download the java from there instead of the rabbit.  We are hoping this will be a lot faster.

The CRX is being tested in the field.  A number of revisions are taking place on both the top and bottom boards.  The joy stick is being replaced by a up, down, left, right and Enter keys.  The solid state output modules are being taken off the main board and replaced by relay drivers.  The relay drivers will drive external relays that will be din rail mounted and come with the card pre wired.  This will allow us to get around the UL issue.  A +12vdc power supply is also being added to the card to drive the TPC HMI.  I am in the process of writing a operators manual for the CRX.

3-26-10 All the flow charts for the CRX Refrigeration card are being developed.  It is pretty exciting as the CRX provides a lot more options than the CR-110.  If you are interested in the flow charts they are on the site.  Would appreciate any input.
