Xbase Inf Files

The Xbase program can be controlled using a number of inf setup files.  Creating a short cut on your desktop and then changing the properties to reflect the proper file activate these files.      
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In this example the inf file is the SCREW.  When the shortcut is first created, there will be now name after the “.  There needs to be a space and then the name of the inf file.

This document will describe each of the files.

The current files are:

CRX.inf

ER-110.inf

ER-110IndeEEV.inf

Pro.inf

Rack.inf

Redcross.inf

Screw.inf

Vfdcomp V121.inf

Vfdcomp.inf

Xbase.inf

If left blank the Xbase program will use the Xbase.inf file.

CRX.inf
this file is for the new CRX card and is currently setup for the Bin Controller.  Only the bank 0 E2 parameters are currently available with this version of Xbase.

ER-110.inf
this file is used for the ER-110 card setup.

ER-110IndeEEV.inf

this file is used for a new hex file,  ER-110 Independent EEV.  This allows the ER-110 to control two different evaporators with independent controls.

Pro.inf

this file is used for a chiller application with the CR-110 card.

Rack.inf
this file is used for multiple compressors set up as a rack system with vfd’s on each of the compressors.

Redcross.ing

this was a special software version for the Red Cross.  The CR-110 controls in degree’s C.

Screw.inf
this file is for controlling screw compressors with the CR-110 card.

Vfdcomp V121.inf

this file was used for one version of the vcs CR-110 software version 121.

Vfdcomp.inf
this file is for the VSC CR-110 software using a VFD on the compressor.

Xbase.inf
this file is used for the standard CR-110 software.  This is the default file.
